
Lesson Eight 

Fading Images 

PSP8 Users 

In this lesson you will be learning how to crop an image with a 
selected area with a "faded" appearance. 

  

 

Select & Right Click ‘ Copy ‘ open Paintshop, Paste as ‘ New Image ’. 

 

Step One 
 

Select an Image of your own or you can download the above image by right clicking on 
the 

image and selecting Save Picture As to your computer. 
 
**Note: This picture is oversized so that the selection with feathering is easier.  Don't forget to resize. 

  

Step Two 
 

Open Paint Shop Pro and from the menu bar select File/Open.  Locate the image that you 
have chosen for this lesson, highlight it and select open. 

  



Step Three 
 

From the menu bar select Window/Duplicate.  
Close the original image. 

  

Step Four 
 

Use the Eye Dropper Tool to select a color from the picture 

and set it as the Background Color. 

  

Step Five 
 

Activate the Selection Tool on the Toolbar to the left of your screen. 

 

 

  

Use the following settings 
 

Selection Type: Circle or Elipse 

Mode: Replace 

Feather: 20 

Antialias: Unchecked 

  

Step Six 
 

Left click in the center of the area you would like to select and drag the 

mouse until you have the area selected that you want to crop. 
The higher the Feather setting, the more the selection area will be 

expanded.  You may have to lower the setting to keep it from going to the edge of the 
picture.   Play with the feather settings to get the selection area you are happy with. 



  

Step Seven 
 

Select Edit-Copy 

  

Step Eight 
 

Open a new image larger than your original so your selection area will fit 
set the Background to a color of your choice. 

  

Step Nine 
 

Click on Edit - Paste - As New Selection which will paste the 

previously selected area into the new image. 

  

Step Ten 
 

You can then position the new selection where you want it.  
Left click to "drop" the selection. 

  

Step Eleven 
 

Deselect the area.  Selections-Select None 

  

Step Twelve 
 

Save your new image, first make sure that your image is no longer than 

350 pixels on the longest side. 
From the Menu bar select File/Save As 
 

Make sure you save your image in .jpg format. 
Your file is named with your name  followed by the lesson number:
